125 To knit a wide soarf vou should use all the
needles 1n the gylinder and all the needles in the ribber
dial, In order to do this it will bes necessary to bend
the cylinder pin slightly to the right or left so the
dial needles will come hetween the cylinder needles. You
can bend the pin with a pair of pliera. 8elect a yarn of
the correct slze for the cylinder voo uss. The 78 or B0
eylinders are bsst for making scarfs.

B With all the needles in the cvlinder set the
knitting vp, drawing ths set-up hooks close to the needlesn
or so the set-up hooks will be about 4 of an inch from the
top of the cylinder.

% Enit 10 reounds oi plain knitting we th a medinm
tengion, then. place.the ribber:on the machine and insert
all~of the ribher nesdles: Bs cartain that the ribber
needles come betwsen the eylinder needles.

& Looesen the tension frem ons to two turns of cam
nut to knit with a very loose tension and knit approximately
280 rounds which will give you s scarf about 4 feet long.

5. Eemove the ribber needles from the dial allow-
ing the stitchss te drop. Remove the ribker from the
machine., When all of the ribber nsedles have been removed,
tighten the tension as much as you loosened it in Para. 4,
and knit 10 rounds of plain knitting.

6. Break the warn about & feet from the ecarrier
and pull it through the earrier holes. Thread the end
of this yarn through the needle and run it through each

loop while mtill on the cylinder nesdle, Then turn the
crank and run the knitting off the machine.

s You will notice that the ribber needle stitches
have unrevaled nart way down the knitting. By pulling the
Taitting from each end these stitches can be uhreveled the
full length of the ecarf. It is by unrave_ing thueae
gtitches that the scarf is mede wider.

5. The ends can bs finished off by lcooping the yarn
of the same or different color through the end of the knit-
ting to form a fringe. Presa the scarf out as wide as
poggsible.

9, Ringa of different colored yarn mey be knit in
aaeh end 1f desired. To make the rings, knit about 38
rounds of the scarf, before tying on the different coler

of yarn. Then, when you have knit about 205 rounds moke
another ring. The rings should be about 10 rounds of knit-
ting in width.
